Class setup:
Unzip the ‘MyPage.zip’ file to an easily remembered location: C:\MyPage

Go to that location; there are four directories and two files:

Blacktie – A sample website downloaded as a sample


Bootstrap – A sample bootstrap page


Class – This is what and where we will be working. 


Install – Contains the various programs you will need.

In the Installs directory you have to install:


Brackets (Bracks.Sprint.39.msi)


NodeJS (node-v0.10.28-x64.msi)

In the Installs directory you may install:


Chrome (ChromeSetup.exe)


Bootstrap (bootstrap-3.1.1.1-dist.zip)
Installing Chrome (if you don’t already have it) will provide a better experience.

Restart if you installed anything.

Start Programming:

Start up the simple web server.  Click on “Start Server.bat”.  A window like below should display.

In the unzipped directory double click “Start the Server” this will launch a VERY simple web server, that we will use for our testing.
A black box should appears:
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Now open the Brackets editor.
Click on the Start menu and select Bracket Editor
Go to File ( Project Settings and enter this:
Go to the Class directory and right click on index.html.  Select ‘OPEN.

This will open the Brackets editor.  We want to prepare the program will all our files in the class directory.  Click on the File menu, and select Open Folder.  Open the Class folder (C:\MyPage\Class)
Set up the Live Preview.  Click on the File menu and select Project Settings.  Enter the following:

Now go to File ( Open Folder and select the “C:\MyPage\Class” directory.
Once opened; on the left hand side select index.html

Click OK.

View our basic page:

Click on index.html

Then click the Liveview button in the upper left hand corner.

Now click on the Live Preview button
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You shuld now see the main “Your Name Here” (“Home”) page

The base page should now show on your display!
Pause and wait for others…

Task 1 – Fix broken image links.

We are now going to learn to work on the pages themselves.  On the “Home” page, in the upper right hand corner click the “Foods” link

If you look at the ‘Foods’ page, (Click Foods) you’ll notice that some of our favorite foods did not appear.
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A page showing what might be your favorite foods should appear.  But some of them might be missing!
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This means there are missing images.
Going back to the Brackets editor click on the “foods.html” page.  On line #70 your’ll see one of the broken links.  Replace ‘porfolio’ with ‘foods’ (the link above has the correct information for reference).

As you start to type Brackets will try to help to by displaying a blue box with the correct information.  You can press ‘Enter’ to use it, or just type it in yourself.

Once you’ve made the change save the page.  File ( Save (or press Ctrl+s).

Check the page.  The correct image should be displayed now.  Fix the other 2 links (lines #73 and #76).

So let’s fox that!  Go back to the Brackets editor. And select foods.html.

About half way down the page you’ll find our broken links:

<a href="food.html"><img src="images/portfolio/inandout.jpg" class="img-responsive"></a>
Change ‘portfolio’ to ‘foods’.  The program will try and help you by displaying a blue box that contains what it thinks is correct (‘images/food/’)  After the correct path is entered; so can review the changes, just save the file, and save the file (use the File menu, or press CTRL+s).  The page in the browser will automatically update.

Fix all three.

Preview the changes.

Pause and wait for others…

Task 2 – Your name on the Home page

Go back into Brackets, and click on “index.html” On line 60 you should see:

<h4>HELLO PEOPLE, MY NAME IS</h4>

<h1>YOUR NAME HERE</h1>

<h4>HACKER, KID & VIDEO GAME PLAYER</h4>

Change “YOUR NAME HERE” with your name.  Save the file (or press Ctrl+s) and go to the browser, your name should now be displayed!  Go back to Bracket, and change the other elements.  Save and the page should update again.  Change them to whatever you’d like.

Pause and wait for others…

Click on the index.html page  About halfway down the page you should see:
                        <h4>HELLO PEOPLE, MY NAME IS</h4>

                        <h1>YOUR NAME HERE</h1>

                        <h4>HACKER, KID & VIDEO GAME PLAYER</h4>
You should change ‘YOUR NAME HERE’ to your name.  Save the page and the browser should update with your name!  Change any of the other text to things you’d like as well.  Save the page and the new text should be there are well.

Task 3 – Add your picture to About page

Click back to the Brackets editor.  Select “about.html”  on line #61 there is a link that displays the blank person image.   Place your pictures in the “MyPage/images” directory and edit this line to read your new picture
                <img src="images/about.jpg" title="Me!"/>
Where it says “Me!” change that to your first name.  What do you see when you hover the mouse over the picture for a few seconds?

You can change all the ”Lorem Ipsum” text at the bottom to say whatever about yourself that you’d like.  This page is yours to change edit it in any way you’d like.

Back in the file browser, in the ‘images’ directory put any pictures you’d like to add to your website.

Click on the ‘about.html’ page.  On line 61 you’ll see:
                <img src="images/about.jpg" title="Me!"/>
Change the ‘about.jpg’ to the full name of the picture you’d like to see.  Change the text ‘Me!’to your first name.  Save the page and look at the browser; it should have your picture now!  What about your name?  If you leave the mouse hovering over the picture for a few second, what do you see?

Your now ready to start editing your pages however you like!

Don’t Pause, and don’t wait for others!
If you want to add more customizations, now is your chance. Feel free to try and add new sections to the Projects page, or change your links to Twitter, Instagram, etc at the bottom of each page! Make it your own!

Task 4 – FTP your completed site

Each of you has been given a username and password for an FTP account. They are individual accounts set to allow you to create your very own webpage using the example we just went through. Install FileZilla

Using the login details the mentors passed out to each of you, login:

Click New Site and input the following details:

· Give it a name; in the example we have used MySite-HackerGuild015

· Host: ftp.hackerguild015.org
· Logon type; switch to Normal
